Yes, I do currently own a dog (3 ½ year old Boxer) and he is current on all immunizations. 

Daycare children will have no access to the dog at any time. The dog will be kenneled away on the porch during daycare hours.. The dog will be kenneled a half an hour to an hour before any children are due to arrive. Every morning once my dog has been put away, I will vacuum the entire daycare. In the past four years that I have lived in the neighborhood, I have not seen any stray dogs. In my care, I talk to the children about dogs and other animals and how to act around them. I will teach the children to ask adults permission prior to petting any animal. If I were outside walking with the children and I encountered a stray dog I would huddle the children very close and tell them to remain very, very still. I will keep an eye on the dog (without looking in its eyes) to make sure it doesn’t get too close to us. Once the dog has left or wondered away I would calmly walk the children back to the daycare. Once inside I will notify the appropriate authorities about the dog.
I will protect my daycare children in my yard by making sure all gates are locked. My yard is completely enclosed by an eight-foot fence with secure and reliable locking gates. I will not take more then 4 children outdoors by myself; once I exceed that number in children I will have one additional adult help me for any more than 4 children.  As I previously stated, all children in my care will be taught on how to properly interact with animals. I will teach them to not pet any animal with out asking an adult first. 

I do live near two busy intersections. As for precautionary warnings I will make to the parents is that a busy boulevard is right across the street and to make sure they hold their child’s hand until they are inside the daycare. I live on a residential street but I am on a street parallel to a boulevard. I do have speed bumps on my street but it not a one way. I have a fenced in front yard. The fence is about eight-feet tall and made out of heavy iron. There are two gates that are locked with a key. My backyard is also completely fenced in with eight-foot wooden fence. The gate, which is key locked, leads out to the ally.
I will utilize a local park/playground. I will ensure that the children do not come in contact with traffic by walking on the side walk and crossing only at the cross walk. The playground is free of all glass and drug paraphernalia. On days that I will take the day care children to the park, at any time that I have more than 4 children I will have one additional finger printed adult with me. 

I do not have stairs within my apartment, but I do have a small staircase that leads to the back yard and small set of steps that lead to the front door of the apartment. Both of the stairs have sturdy handrails at a child level to help the children when they are going up and down the stairs. There is a baby gate in place for both the back staircase and the front stairs to prevent the children from climbing them unattended.  All hallways have adequate lighting for day and night care. No stairs have carpeting in or near my apartment. 

I do not have a pool, hot tub, or a wadding pool. There is a lagoon in the park right across the street from me and it is surrounded by a plastic mesh fence. During the hot summer months I plan on keeping the children cool with a water sprinkler. I do not intend on using wadding pools in my daycare. Drinking water is offered to the children all year round. 

No, I do not have a trampoline on my property.

All knives are locked away in the kitchen drawer. I use child proof safety locks for all kitchen drawers. The kitchen is also inaccessible to daycare children because a gate is in place to protect them by keeping them out of the kitchen. 
All medications are locked away in a locked metal filing cabinet that is stored on the porch. 

All chemicals, plastic bags, garbage bags, air fresheners and fragrance plug-in are locked under the kitchen sink that is locked with childproof safety locks.
Nail polish, hair accessories, and make-up are stored in the bathroom closet which has a door with a child protection safety handle. 

Perfumes and jewelry is in my bedroom which is off limits to daycare children. During daycare hours the bedroom is locked and can’t be opened with out a key.
Bathroom cleaning supplies are locked away under the bathroom sick that is locked using childproof safety locks.
 Ink pens are stored in a black filing cabinet on the porch. A few ink pens will be stored in the kitchen in a locked drawer. 
I have two first aid kits in my home. The first aid kit for my daycare is stored near the front door and the first aid kit for my home is stored in the closet in my bathroom. I do have a travel first aid kit stored in a diaper bag which will be taken on every trip. I do keep additional first aid items on had to replenish all three kits as needed. 
Cots and playpens get disinfected on a nightly basis. Toys and mouthed toys get disinfected on a nightly basis. Once I see a child put a toy in their mouths and they put it down, I do grab it and put it away so I can disinfect it later on. Tables get sanitized after every use and before each meal. Chairs and cubbies get disinfected every evening when the daycare is closed. I use a solution of bleach and water to clean most items. I also will use clorox wipes also to clean during the day. Kleenex is available to the children at all times and I encourage them to use it as needed. 

Rubber gloves are used when changing bodily fluids, i.e. during diaper changing. The diaper changing mat is disinfected before and after each diaper change with a bleach/water solution. 

The back yard is free of any broken furniture. We do not store old cans of paint in our yard. All play equipment is in good shape, once they start to break they will be thrown away immediately.
